Our fluid, fragmented world
calls for effective and durable
Christian leadership. Imagine a
storm moving across the coun-
tryside. Cool, dry air collides
with warm, humid air and
storms fire up along that front
line. That's where the action is.
Similarly, authentic discipleship
and effective leadership happen
in that place where faith and
culture meet. We call it the
Faith Front.

Three words capture Faith Front's core
values: ignite, engage and inspire. Our desire
is to IGNITE students’ passions as they dis-
cover how God has called and gifted them.
We want to help them ENGAGE their world
as they develop tools to faithfully and effec-
tively interact with the culture around them.
And we hope to empower teens to INSPIRE
their generation as they practice principles
and competencies of successful leadership.
Our ultimate goal is to identify, equip and
empower a growing community of called,
skilled and equipped leaders for the Church.




Faith Front is designed to encourage Mennonite Brethren and other Christian youth
(ages 14-19) to develop the competencies crucial for ministry leadership with special
emphasis on pastoral ministry and other church vocations.

* EXPLORE: Created as workshop or retreat formats, these seminars are designed to
help local churches cultivate a culture of calling.

* ELEVATE: These weekend retreats, held each semester on Tabor's campus, are
designed to help students understand what it means to think theologically as Christian
leaders in our current global context. Thirty spots are available at each retreat.

* ENCOUNTER: This summer retreat is a mobile lab designed to help participants
engage their culture by interacting with a variety of global issues that call for Christian
action. Our hope is to capture the imagination of the best and brightest student lead-
ers who demonstrate a commitment to ministry, a capacity for leadership and a curi-
osity for innovative theological thinking. Thirty spots are available.

The scope of Faith Front will reflect
Tabor College’s constituency. The
primary focus will be on our MB con-
gregations east of the Rocky Moun-
tains. Secondarily, it will include our
MB churches on the West Coast.

In July 2016, Ministry Quest, Tabor's
current leadership program for high
school youth, will become Faith Front.
By adopting MQ in 2011, Tabor clearly
demonstrated a strong vision for
youth leadership development. Faith
Front will greatly enhance that vision.
The core values and best practices of
MQ will be incorporated into the Faith
Front program.
